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\maintaining school safety and underscores the importance of vigilant monitoring and intervention.

In October, CourageZ2Report received a diverse range of tips related to school safety. The most frequent reports
included 43 duplicate tips, 32 instances of bullying or repeated harassment, and 28 school shooting threats. Other
notable reports involved physical assault (17 tips), threats to Kkill (17 tips), and concerns about guns (12 tips). The
total amount of tips received in October was 250. This variety of reports highlights the numerous challenges faced in
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In October, Courage2Report received tips
through various channels. The majority of
tips came via mobile web browsers, totaling
104. This was followed by 77 tips submitted
through PC web browsers, and 51 tips taken
by call takers on the school violence
prevention tip line (referred to as In-House
tips). Additionally, 14 tips were submitted
through the mobile app, and 4 tips were sent
via text message. This data highlights the
prevalence of digital submissions, with
mobile web browsers being the most
commonly used method.

Ways Tips Were Recieved
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Courage2Report recorded tips related to school violence
throughout the day with notable peaks. Here's a summary: <*’

Tip Volume by Weekday
* Midnight to 4:00 AM: Received 1 tip per hour.

* Early Morning (5:00 AM - 7:00 AM): Activity increased, with 3
tips at 5:00 AM and 9 tips each at 6:00 AM and 7:00 AM.

* Morning (8:00 AM - 11:00 AM): Significant spike, with 19 tips
at 8:00 AM, 18 at 9:00 AM, 12 at 10:00 AM, and 15 at 11:00 AM.

* Afternoon (12:00 PM - 4:00 PM): Consistently high volume,
with tips ranging from 12 to 19 per hour.

* Evening (5:00 PM - 9:00 PM): Another surge, with the highest K
count of 21 tips at 9:00 PM.

* Late Night (10:00 PM - 11:00 PM): Decreased activity, with 3
tips at 10:00 PM and 4 at 11:00 PM.

There are multiple factors to consider when
students are planning to participate in a walkout
or otherwise protest at school. Schools might want
to consider the following:

 Coordinating and collaborating with local law
enforcement;

e Whether students could be accommodated by a
school-sanctioned open forum on a specific
concern;

e Whether the protest could occur on the school
campus before or after the school day;

e Including specifics in the student code of conduct
about disciplinary actions that can be imposed on
students participating in a protest—e.g.,
unexcused absences for those participating in a
walkout;

* How time on learning could be affected;

e Whether faculty and staff members could
chaperone students during the protest; and

» How to engage families in supporting their
students while partnering with school leaders on
adherence to district policies, procedures, and
protocols.

Supporting Students Amid Political Events:

Tips for Families and Educators

Major political events, such as elections, court
decisions, or legislative acts, frequently generate
strong reactions, emotions, and disagreements
among many Americans. Parents, caregivers, and
educators have a critical responsibility to help
children and youth feel safe and secure and to help
them learn how to engage with others with differing
perspectives in a peaceful, tolerant, and respectful
manner. When these events occur, children and
youth may experience a wide range of emotions.
Some may feel anxious, angry, afraid, or unsafe,
while others may feel hopeful and excited. It is
important to acknowledge these diverse feelings
and provide a supportive environment where all
students can express themselves and feel secure.
Below are some recommendations for how parents,
caregivers, and educators can support children and
youth in politically charged times.

The Role of Schools

Educators play a critical role in creating
a positive school climate for all
students. It is imperative that educators
facilitate respectful discussions among
students and safeguard the well-being
of those who may feel at risk. The
democratic process and one’s ability to
participate in it are a cornerstone of our
country. Educators have an opportunity
to help teach the social-emotional skills
that will help students become a
positive part of our process. In addition
to the above strategies, educators can
take the following actions.

Reinforce a Sense of Positive School
Community

» Establish positive relationships
between adults and students to create
safe, successful learning environments.
Such relationships are built on a sense
of mutual trust and respect, even amid
differing opinions or viewpoints.

e Maintain culturally and linguistically
responsive practices and ensure that
students and their families feel
connected and engaged.

Reinforce Staff Well-Being

 Provide staff with clear guidelines on
how to lead discussions, and recognize
and respond to students’ needs.

e Enable staff self-care measures and
make clear that staff interactions and
behavior must be respectful.
