HOW TO FILE A VICTIM RIGHTS COMPLAINT

If your rights have been violated and all your efforts at resolution have failed, you should file a complaint with appropriate
overseeing agencies (below). For some violations, there may be no effective remedy other than to help prevent such violations from
occurring to other victims in the future.

(Prosecutors and judges are elected officials and are accountable to the voting public and are not overseen by the Attorney
General's Office. Depending on the nature of your complaint, you may need to contact your local representative or senator instead.)
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
