CANCELLATION OF THE TABLE ROCK LAKE BUOY MORATORIUM

The Missouri State Highway Patrol's Water Patrol Division will accept buoy applications from dock permit holders on Table Rock Lake effective immediately.  A link to the current state buoy guidelines are available at the link below:

IMPORTANT NOTICE TO POTENTIAL BUOY PERMIT APPLICANTS
Table Rock Lake levels fluctuate significantly, so docks are routinely adjusted to compensate for those changes.  Permitted buoys which are required to be placed 100' from a dock, must be moved in conjunction with the dock to ensure compliance with the permit.  If the buoy is not maintained in accordance with the permit, the permit will be revoked and the buoy must be removed by the permit holder.

NO WAKE DOCK SIGNS
There are other options to remind boaters of the requirement to stay 100' from docks if operating above idle speed.  Dock signs which state "No Wake Within 100' Of Docks" may be obtained from local participating sign shops. NO WAKE COVE APPLICATIONS

Applications to buoy the full width of a cove requires 75% of affected property owners bordering the waterway to be in favor of the proposal for the application to be considered.  Since the U.S. Corps of Engineers is the primary property owner bordering the affected waterway, no wake cove applications will not be considered for Table Rock Lake unless the U.S. Corps of Engineers is a participant in such a request.
